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FLYFISHING LOCATIONS IN AN AROUND HELEN, GEORGIA

What gets most anglers attention when they first come to north Georgia is the revelation that we have over 4,000
miles of designated trout waters in the state. Not bad for a place more commonly known as the home of the world
record largemouth bass. The variety of trout fishing available in the Helen area runs the gamut from novice friendly
put and take streams to small, brush-covered wild trout waters where you may find browns, rainbows and even
southern Appalachian brookies if you're willing to make the trek. You'll also find both state and privately managed
trophy trout streams that are a blast to fish and can be as challenging as any fishing you've ever tried. The follow-
ing are examples of each.
